	The class can be roughly divided into three levels. Approximately one-third of the children can understand about 80% of the content taught in English. Another one-third of the children can only partially understand, and the final one-third of the children may not understand at all, unless there are enough physical movements or repeated classroom English for them to comprehend.

	教學重點說明
Course Summary
	I arrange two periods for this lesson plan.
It was derived from my love for one of Rod Stewart’s songs “Have You Ever Seen the Rain?” I will let students listen to the song in the first period. Then I’ll extend the use of the song into a crucial issue on climate change, which students really needs to take some action. 
In the second period, I think it’s best to incorporate both an individual activity and interactive activities(through oral practice and a comprehension activity). By working through examples as a class, I thought students could learn the grammar gradually. Then, independent work time allows me to know students’ understanding and see if they need extra support. This also gives me time to reflect on the course as well.

The first period: Listen to the song “Have You Ever Seen the Rain”? And let Ss get familiar with the sentence pattern. 
The second period: Discuss more about climate change and how to take action.

# Have you or your family ever done anything on the two pages?

4. Sharing (Each group talks about 1 way to reduce carbon footprint) and ask Student A to write it down on the blackboard. Then each group needs to read it out loud one by one.
# Use the sentence pattern 
“We have p.p…… before.”
Ex: We have brought our chopsticks before.

(1) Individual time: Fill in the blanks 
and check with team members. 
(2) “Present perfect tense” time: Ss have to finish the 9 questions by asking his/her classmates to sign the name on it if his/her answer is “Yes.”.
(3) Bingo time: After they have 9 names on the worksheet, it’s time to play Bingo. T picks up the name randomly, and the student who is picked needs to say the sentence on the worksheet again. 
Use the sentence pattern: 
“I have ______ before.” 
The first five get three lines can get some rewards.
