Warm up

How many animals can you see?

1.
Have students take a look at the slide.
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2. Each group (four students) discusses about the total number of the animals in the picture and write the names on a small whiteboard.

3. After the group discussion, each group has a student stick the small whiteboard on the blackboard. The teacher checks the answers. 1 point for a correct Chinese animal name, and 2 points for a correct English animal name.
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Presentation

A. Speedy Answers

1. Have students turn to the dialogue page. Introduce the characters and the scenario of the dialogue, and then play the audio or video one time. Ask students questions (with the questions on one slide or one question on each page of the slides.)

2. Explain the game rules before asking the questions. In a group of four students, each pair forms a smaller group. Each member takes turns to stand up and answer the teacher’s question by writing on a small whiteboard. Students can sit down after the teacher checks their answers. 

3. Questions for the dialogue:

Q1. Who is in the dialogue?（Bella and Scott.）

Q2. Where are Bella and Scott?（They are in a movie theater.）

Q3. Look at the picture on page 25. What might this movie be about?（It might be about animals.）

Q4. What’s Scott’s animal sign?（He is a dragon.）

Q5. What can we say about a dragon person?（He or she is smart and energetic.）

Q6. What can we say about a rabbit person?（He or she is nice and warm.）

B. Role-play

1. Have students work in pairs and take turns playing Bella and Scott to practice the dialogue.

2. Students draw lots or volunteer to come up and do the role-play.
